WORSHIP TIMES FOR THIS YEAR. After considering a
proposal for Sunday morning worship times from our
Children’s Ministry Team, the consistory voted (in
separate meetings) to keep our summer worship times
(9:00 and 11:15 am) for the coming school year and
dismiss the children to Sunday School (along with
teachers and Sunday School staff) before the end of the
first service every Sunday.
Here is the schedule for Sunday mornings, beginning on
September 12, 2010:
First Service: 9:00 am - 10:15 am
minutes)
Sunday School: 10:10 am - 11:05 am (55 minutes)
Second Service: 11:15 am - 12:15 pm (1 hour)
This schedule has the following advantages:
e a later start time for the first service that is more
attractive to families
e a little more time for Sunday School for children
and youth
e no unsupervised time between services for
children; less chance families will leave
e more motivation for children to participate in
Sunday School with a reminder each week
e all children can participate in Sunday School
regardless of the worship service they attend
e a shorter morning for children may increase
attendance and attention span
e parents may be more inclined to stay for a small
group or coffee and conversation
This change will require a number of adjustments. For
example, on the Sundays when the choir sings and the
orchestra plays in the first service, more help will be
needed to move chairs quickly so there is time for set
up and rehearsal for the second service. The first
service will end with a song or something else that will
provide time for the children to leave before the
adults. Adult groups meeting on Sunday mornings will
need to discuss how to adjust to the shorter time
between services, perhaps by extending their group
meeting until 11:15 am. On the Sundays when cake is
served between the services, the children can be
included by taking the cake directly to their
classrooms. Teachers will be able to pick up a quick
cup of coffee in the Resource Room on their way to
their classroom. We look forward to this new schedule
on September 12.
